Disappearance of Mr. and Mrs. Paul Lund and their two
children while flying to Shelby, Mont., has caused much
anxiety and emotional depression in Roseburg. At the same
time, this tragedy follows a pattern all too common in the
past; a pattern Which the newly organized Rearch and
rescue service, sponsored by the State Board of Aeronautics,
hopes to remedy.

Lund was lacking experience in cross country flying.
While he had ample ability in handling an airplane under
normal condition and could fly in safety over familiar ter-

rain, it was an overly-ambitio- plan when he undertook
the aerial Vacation with his family. Attendants at Bend,
Oregon, and Kennewick, Washington, airports report his

LAKE .SUCCESS, Aug. 19.

W) The Indonesian government
charged today that the Dutch
were determined to destroy the
war-bor- East Indies republic.

Taking the floor in the Securi-
ty Council after the Soviet Union
accused the United States of
making a "dangerous" and dis-

respectful attempt to s the
United Nations, former Premier
SJahrir declared:

"It is clear to us that Dutch
military actions are aimed at the
destruction of the republic. Sub-
sequent Dutch professions of a
desire to negotiate with us are
neither understanable nor con-
vincing. Everything points to
one conclusion and one conclu-
sion only, namely, that the Dutch
are fully determined to put an
end to the Indonesian Republic."

SJahrir. said his country had
no faith In the honesty of the
Dutch government and again ap-
pealed to the United Nations for
Investigation and arbitration.

In Jogjakarta, the commander
in chief of the Indonesian repub-
lic forces meanwhile broadcast
an order to his troops to preparefor prolonged warfare. The an-

pired and he was duo back at his business in Roseburg.
Inquiry then revealed he had failed to reach his destination
in Montana.

Time is of vital importance in an air search, particularly
if crash victims have been injured rather than being in-

stantly killed. But each passing day lessens chances for
survival.

Had Lund filed his flight plan, as required by air safety
rules and regulations, the Shelby airport would have been
notified of his approximate time of arrival. When he failed
to reach port within a reasonable time, a check of inter-
vening fields would have been made; and if the plane was
unreported, search and rescue parties would have become
active within a few hours. Instead, more than a week elapsed
before search was started and even then valuable time was
lost in tracing the plane to Kennewick, many futile hours
being spent by searching fliers along legs of the flight
between Roseburg and Pendleton.

In proportion to the numbers of persons involved, the
number of vehicles, and miles traveled, "aviation accidents
iire comparably fewer than automobile accidents.

Watch the clock for 15 minutes. During that space of time
someone somewhere in these United States Will have died
in an automobile accident. We have learned to accept auto
fatalities as commonplace, but aviation accidents still make
headlines. '

One reason air travel is safer than ground travel is that
those who pilot vehicles in the air are better qualified. They
jnusl go through a period of instruction, spend a required
number of hmtrs in purely local practice, and gradually ex-
tend their field of operation with the aid and guidance of
experienced fliers.

But no amount of instruction, rule or regulation can com-

pletely control the "human clement," the cause for the great
majority of accidents.

Anxious to "try their Wings," pilots will do as Lund did
and attempt a flight for which they are not fully prepared.
Confident of their ability, they will neglect, as So many have
done, the precautionary stop of filing a flight plan, even
though such filing is required by regulation.

Should they succeed in their attempt they have added
much to their ability and confidence.

Failure, however,' not only brings death or injury but
produces great and often prolonged anxiety on the part or
friends, who, as so many are generously doing in Roseburg,
and as friends of fliers have done in so many other
localities, )ost rewards nnd provide search money in the
forlorn hope that there may be a happy eliding," or that the
suspense may be ended by discovery of the crash.
