The vote on Austria was 8 ot 1,
with France and Poland abstain-
ing.

The action came after the
United Nations Security Council
had rejected Hungary's applica-
tion for U. N. membership by a
vote of 1 to 1, with nine absten-
tions.

Most delegates, Including Rus-
sia, had contended that no action
would be taken oo the admission
of any of the states un-
til after the peace treaties fntered
into force.
