The experts are far from agreement, Some see continuing
prosperity. Others forecast mild recession. Inflation forms
themes for still others. Dark and dire depression is not
vithout advocates.

Kconomic conditions in 1918 affect each and every one
of us. Kvery individual must wrestle with cost of living,
wnj;o levels and taxes. The trend has been toward higher
wages, but wages never reach the level of living costs.

Some experts chart postwar depressions which have fol-

lowed each war in the past and point to history's cycles as
3ure evidence of a forthcoming; depression. They hold to the
theory that because we have had depressions after previous
wars we cannot avoid another.

While we do not pretend to pose as an economic expert,
we cannot accept the pessimistic view of the future. Hai-

scarcities of materials and other acts causing people to draw
upon accumulated savings for existence.

But the American people still have billions of dollars as
a backlog. They arc still buying government savings bonds
at the rate of $7 billion annually. Here in Douglas County
our war and savings bonds still in the hands of purchasers
amount to fCU million. They average ifGIG per family.

These bonds and saving accounts have, in many cases,
been accumulated for specific purposes to build a house,
buy a washing machine, purchase an automobile, refurnish
thg home, etc. Because prices are too high people are not
now spending this money. But should we experience the
start of a depression, bringing low prices and cheap labor,
billions of dollars would chine out of savings deposit." im-

mediately to be spent for the, purpose for which they were
accumulated. Thus, while we might have a minor dip toward
depression, the effect would be to increase money in circu-
lation and thus raise economic levels almost immediately.

In other words, the backlog of savings is a cushion against
depression and as long as it exists we need have little fear.
The gre:it danger lies in the possibility of losing our safety
factor through runaway inflation. If wages and living costs
continue their seesaw climb, and, if labor strife critically
affects production, we could possibly reduce our backlog of

ravings until there would no longer be a reserve to cushion
('epression.

Our great need today is level and conservative heads in
labor, business and industry to strike a balance point

wages and living costs and stop the upward climb of
both. But as long as selfishness, greed, lust for power and
radicalism are in the saddle we face a continuing danger
controllable only by police powers.

But, personally, we do not believe inflationary trends w ill
get out of hand during 1913. There is possibility that we
may, before the close of the year, see a slight recession in
the making, but we cannot be alarmed by any predictions
of serious depression.
