A few days ago, being in a hurry for lunch, we dropped
into a small restaurant just off the main business district
in I'ortlaml. It was a tiny places the type of eating house

specializing in quick service, which was what we wanted.
Tin place was crowded and everyone was busy. We took
the only vacant stool at the end of the counter near the
cash register.

While we waited, a girl entered and a.sked to see the man-

ager, who also was proprietor and cook, and who, at the

time, was very busy in the kitchen.
We could not help hearing the ensuing conversation.
The girl wanted a job. She needed work "desperately."

She had waitress experience but would do any kind of work.
The busy manager, with his mind on delayed orders, never-

theless was polite. He asked the applicant if she had her
union card. When she replied in the negative, he explained
that he could employ only union help, and suggested she
contact the union office around the corner.

The girl, plainly on the verge of tears, said she had no

objection to joining the union, but had not understood the
necessity for membership, and would go to the headquarters
immediately.

As she left, the manager started back to the kitchen,
then stopped suddenly, a sober expression on his face.

"I wish I could think faster," he said to us. "You know,
I believe that girl was hungry. I was too busy to think
about that. Now I'll worry about her all day. I wouldn't
have kt her go out of here hungry. I should have had my
witi about me."

It was plain that the kind-hearte- d restaurant owner ac-

tually was disturbed. It showed in his work after he had
returned to the kitchen, as, despite accumulating orders, he

stopped occasionally to gaze off into space, envisioning what
might happen to a hungry girl in a busy city.

We couldn't help, as wa watched the man's pertubation,
thinking of the inherent compassion of the American people;
how we pour out lavish gifts to feed those who only a few
months ago waged war against us; how we fill friendship
trains and ships; how we contribute millions of dollars an-

nually to community chests and Red Cross, buy Chirstmas
seals, support charities, and engage in many activities aim-

ed at relieving human suffering.
