jobs by erecting a factory which cuts waste material into
tops for iraning boards.

Mr. Jones pointed out that it takes three men to process
1,000 board feet of rough lumber from the tree to the dried
slage, but that it takes from 7 to 8 men to process the same
1,000 board feet from the tree to a finished product in & sush
and door factory and 16 men to manufacture the material
into cabinets. How many jobs would be created, he asked, if
one-half the lumber we now ship in the rough green stage
from Oregon could be sent out as products of factaries en-
gaged in specinlised manufacture?

He listed some of the developments in the use of wood in
production of chemicals, plasties, aleohol, briquets and even
the use of birk as & highly valuable product.

Naturally, we were greatly interested in this presentation,
because this major topic is one with which we have bored
readers of this column for years. We were delighted to hear
the views of someone else speaking from the same soap box.

Any person interested in the lumber industry deplores
the reckless waste of the timber resource, but we are fre-
(uently asked, how we can finange full utilizgation. It is our
belief that the problem of financing largely will solve itsell
if we can but place 8 major part of our timber resource
under sustained yvield with long-time contracts, for only then
will un aperator have the security needed to promote invest-
went of eapital in a long-range utilization program. [Until
susured of a continuing source of supply he can maintain
only a hand-to-mouth existence, taking advantage of the
ecurrent economies to seige such profits as sre immediately
pvallable, while wasting material of even greater potential
vatlue than the product he is selling.

One of the best presentations coming into our hands from
the opposition to the present sustained yield policy was
printed in the News.Review recently in a letter from R, A.
Derrig of Azalea. His argument was so well founded that
we waived our usual rule on length of communications to
present his letter in full,

Our disagreement with his argument has been offered on
numercus previous occasions and need not be repeated. But
we do desire to point out that had he been a constant reader
of this column over a period of years he would have known
that we have been urging one of the very things he offers
a8 n aolution.

He proposed consideration of central utilization plants to
process wiste from small mills,

We have from time to time urged small mills to congoli-
date their assets, form timber holding corporations author
Ized to enter into sustained vield operator contracts with
the Bureay of Land Management, apportioning from the
sustained yield unit sssigned to the cooperative the timber
needed for esch member operator on an annual basis, The
coopoerative then would be in a position to finance its central
utilization unite, We have been assured by Bureau of Land
Management officials that they would be delighted to nego-
tiate with small mills set up as cooperatives,

Undor such plan no small mill in the Umpgua Basin need
fear a 100-year sustained yield contract, Our cutting today
is only slightly in excess of the sustained yield allowable
cut. In fact, hy selective logging in areas where cloar cut-
ting i to be postponed, we can provide u supply for the full
capacity of all existing mills for many vedrs to come. The
