PROFIT BY EXPERIENCE

By CHARLES V. STANTON

The editorial page of The Oregon Jowrnal recently dis-
cussed California’s population growth and the possibility of
water shortage as a limiting factor. It was pointed out that
between 1940 and 1947 California gained approximately
three million persons, but the question was asked whether
the water shortage will not prevent a repetition of that
increase during the next seven years.

Attention was called to the fact that restaurants do not
serve waler to diners unless requested; that sprinkling of | v
lnwns and washing of automobiles have been curtailed ; that
electrie clocks in Northern California and Southern Oregon
have been pubt out of time by a reduction in cyeles as gen-
erators wére slowed to save water, A development arising
sinee the Journal's editorial was written is a demand for
daylight saving to reduce consumption of clectric power as
4 water saving program.

“We only wish California had as abundant and unlimited
a water supply as blesses Oregon,” the Journal editor says
in concluding his discuseion, in which he emphasizes the
favorable effect of California’s growth and prosperity upon
Oregon's growth and prosperity.

The discussion, we believe, is most important and timely,
but the Jowrnal's editorial writer, in our opinion, missed a
most important issue.

While wishing that Onlifornia had a watey suppiy as abun-
dant as that with which Oregon is blessed, he might have
inquired how long Oregon may expect to retain its blest
water supply in face of all the factors now tending to destroy
it. How long will it be before Oregon, like California, finds
itself facing a water famine? It will not be long if we con-
tinie our present rate of watershed destruction.

California once had an abundance of water. Perhaps not
as much as found in the evergreen Pacific Northwest, but,
nevertheless;, cnough to supply its needs, even with all its
modern populntion and industrial development, had it been
protected and conserved. California once had a compara-
tively high water table. Today, in many sections, wells
drilled hundreds of feet into the earth strike no moisture
until they reach the salt water level,

The condition has become so acute that experiments now
are being conducted in the use of atomic piles in generating
heat for wholesale distillation of ocean water. California
ingent.ty and wenlth undoubtedly will find a way to supply
domestic water needs, It can draw electrical energy from
the Pacific Northwest (a8 long as we continue to have
water). Possibly California will awake to the necessity of
wittershed restoration. But while Californin is wrestling with
it wiiter famine, Oregon should be learning a lesson from
the Golden State's experience. s

What haa cansed Californian’s logg of water supply ? Forest
removal, of course, is one factor. The ground has been cde-

Tauded until nothing i left to hold moisture in the soil. Con- at

sequently, rain water runs off in flash flonds, cutting deep
gullies and carrving away tons of top soil,

Iingineers have built huge dams to impound water in
reservoirs Instead of keeping it in the soil.

Here in Oregon we have rocklesaly removed our forest
cover. Streams and springs which onee ran pure cold water
throughout the entire year, now carry water only during
the wel senson, Our coastal rivers flood in the winter and
Army engineers are work-
ing as industriously as the beaver they have replaced to take
the water away from the soil and impound it behind high
dams. Our farmers arve stripping trees and shrubs from
vivey banks, fialds and slopes and “plowing square on round
land.” Meanwhile, our water table, in many avens, has
dropped alarmingly. Soon, we too, unless we mend our ways,
will be facing California's dilemma, Our ciarelessnoss is
ovident on every hand,

We should take heed of California™s plight and make cer
tain that we profit from her experience, halting our present
policy of making & desert of Oregon as rapidly ss our hands |
