INDUSTRIAL ECONOMY

By CHARLES V. STANTON

Writing in his personal column, “It Seems To Me,” in
The Qregon Statesman, published in Salem, Editor Charles
A. Sprague, former Oregon governor, comments on the pur-
chase by an Iowa eoncern of the Pelican Fine Manufacturing
Co. mill near Klamath Falls,

The new owners will not manufacture lumber at the newly
purchased plant, but will buy lumber from other mills, dry
and dress it and then ship to Dubuque, lowa, where the
company has a large millworking plant,

Says Editor Sprague:

Of intereat to me In this transaction is the showing of
surylval In the lumber mills along the Mississinpl, As o
youth In lowa | recall the lumber rafts that used to come
down that river from the pinewoods of Minnesota and Wis-
consin. The river cities from Dubuque to Burlington were
“lumber mill" towns. Finally eame the day when the last
rafts were floated out of the north woods. That meant the
death of many of the mills. But the mors alert and better
financed converted to remanufacturing enterprises. They
bought lumber In the Bouth or from the Northwest and re-
manufactured It for building uses. 8o now there is a thriving
millwerk Industry In these old cities along the Mississippl, .
many of them in direct descent from the original mills that
used the northern white pine, and some continue In the same
family ownership.

We shall gea a simllar sequenca of events here. Many of
the mills that now turn out rough, green lumber will close
down when the log supply runs out or the market for lum:
ber dips. Others with adequate supplles of raw materials
and sufficient finances to Invest substantial sums in plant
and machinery will go Into remanufacturing. They will op-
erate dry kilns, planers and cutting machines and ship out
finished lumber or lumb pecialty products, Probably as
many workers will be employed as now. and as much money
come into the country. The Northwest will repeat the ex-
perience of Dubugue and Clinton and Muscatine. ,

We have spokeén many times in this column about Oregon’s

status as a “province” of the industrial East and our “peas-
ant economy.” We mean that the East looks to the Pacific
Northwest for raw materials. We ship out our materials in
raw state, then buy them back after they have been manu-

factured. The transaction at Klamath Falls is a perfect
example. The Towa company buys rough, green lumber, dries
out the water to reduce shipping costs, cuts out the waste
and ships to Dubuque for specialized manufacture. Then we
buy back our own lumber, paying the cost of shipment both
ways, as we purchase the millwork products from the lowa
firm’'s plants,

Why should we not have the benefit of the higher profits
from specialized manufacture? Why should we not have jobs
for our own peaple from the manufacture of our raw mate-
rinls? Why should we not have cheaper building supplies on
the retail market by elimination of two-way transportation
expense !

The answer, obviously, lies in the matter of finance, The
so-called “big" companies have complicated, interlocking
dipectorates. Stock ownership is inter-related. Many of these
“hig" companies have eastern industrial installations which
must be protected.

Fiditor Sprague points out that, in face of a shrinking
resource, eventual survival rests only with those firms
having “adequate supplies of raw materinls and sufficient
finances to invest substantial sums in plant and machinery™
to go into remanufacturing and specialty manufacturing.

There is at present a vigorous controversy over the 0. & [0
sustained yield program, which would reserve certain timber
landa for “priviloged” cooperators. Opponents of the sus-
tained yield program complain of “monopoly.”

Through the sustained yield program scores of smaller
operators would have reserved for them a perpetual source
of raw materials, With a permanent operation assured, they
would be in & position to finance installation of full utiliza-
tion equipment. They would, thereupon, become competitors
of the “big" companies who now largely control the industry
in its upper brackets and who will tighten their control in
a more competitive market. Thus the sustained yield pro-
gram, in one sense at least, is anti-monopolistic and a factor
in preservation of free enterprise although it moy serve to
freeze out some of the smaller operations,
