RED CROSS DRIVE LAGS

It is disturbing news that Douglas County is lagging in its
support for the American Red Cross. We do not helieve our
failure to meet the guotn set for our community is due to
any lack of appreciation of the Red Cross nor because we |
are not sufficiently benevolent, We are behind our goal, we
Lelieve, simply bectiuse of too Tew contacts, An examination
into the campaign to date reveals that an excellent response
has heen received from all individuals and firms go far so-
licited. Tt is quite ressonable to assume, therefore, that not
enongh individuals and firms have been canvassed, This
premise s further supported by the fact that less than one-
half the business concerns and industries listed in the tele-
phone directory have do far heen approached by Red Cross)|
workers, .

Thix is not a new situation. In fact, many of our financial |
diives have bogged down in recent years because too few
people were able to give enough time to the job of solicitation,

It requires a good muany houre to canvass from door to

| doot, either in the business district or in the residential area.
{ When business conditions are normal it is net too difficult

to find enough workers to do the job, But in such times as
we now e experiencing voluntary help is hard to obtain.
Our business men are exceedingly busy, Most of them have
insufficient help in thetr stores or offices. In a boom town
the problems of business managment beeome involved and
require constant attention. Consequently; it becomes harder
and harder to find help needed in eivie activities requiring
donnted time.

Roseburg, in our opinion, ia ripe for installation of a pro-
motion bureat. More and more of our growing communities
Have found it necesgars to place solicitations in the hands
of paid workers. Larger cities work by this method almost |
entirely. Professional firms are given the task of soliviting |
funds. They employ paid workers and are given compensa-
tion in proportion to the amount of money raised.

This plan of operation nsually oceasions some eriticism at
first. People who donate to a worthy cause want their money
wsed for the purpose for which they contribute and object
to paying out & part of the sum, even though the percentage
fa smaull, to hived solicitors. But, as the size of a community
inerenses, this plan is nbout the only one that produces re-
turns and the public learns to accept and approve if.

We do not believe anyone is failing to contribute to the |

Douglas County's Red Cross quota is only 62 per cent sub-
soribed, Certainly the effort to raise our quota should he
continued witil at least the goal of %12,000 hns been reached.
