Dr. Evans to Resign
As Superintendent
Of State Hospital

SALEM, Ore., April" 23. (JP
Dr. John C. Evans, superintendent
of the Oregon State Hospital for
the past 11 years, will resign with-
in 30 days because of ill health, a
high state official reveals.

Dr. Evans, who has been asso-
ciated with the state hospital for
43 years, will be asked to remain
on the staff as a consultant, this
source said.

It was reported that Dr. Charles
Bates, who is now acting as super-
intendent while Dr. Evans is
finishing up three months' sick
leave, has been offered the super-
intendent's job. But Dr. Bates has
not made up his mind whether to
take it.

Dr. Evans supervised the huge
expansion program at the hos-
pital, which includes the $1,500,-00-

treatment hospital now under
construction.

As consultant, he would con-
tinue to supervise the building
program, as well as to assist in
treatment of patients.

Dr. Evans was appointed super-
intendent Aug. 2, 1937, to succeed
the late Dr. R. E. Lee Steiner.

Carlson was employed as a
forest engineer with the Karelian
Timber Trust of the Soviet gov-
ernment between 1933 and 1936.
His remarks were based on per-
sonal observation of social and
economic conditions there.

"I could not have chosen a more
difficult subject," he said. "The
importance of Russia (In world
affairs) has been gaining." He
explained that that nation has
been an "unknown quantity" and
would be better understood if the
fact were realized that Russia is
distinct and apart from Western
Europe.
People Kept In Ignorance

Russia was isolated in the da"s
of the empire and continued so
after the Bolshevik revolution of
1917. The people of Russia have
been kept In ignorance of world
affairs and were "indifferent'' to
the overthrow of the Czar.

Carlson said he believes the
"Iron Curtain" serves two pur-
poses to keep the Soviet citizen
from knowing what goes on in
the world outside, and to keep
tne outsioe worm irom Knowingwhat goes on inside Russia.

"A Russian raised under Soviet
tutelage and emerging for the
first time in the world
is a strange and bewildered crea-
ture," Carlson quoted a Red of-
ficial as saying.

Carlson described the Red
purge of 1936. when hieh Soviet
officials and army officers were
executed for treason for their
"friendliness" to Nazi Germanv.
The government signed a treaty
of friendship with German- - in

Anyone hoping to "understand"
Russia should study its history
and economic conditions, Carlson
reminded. The nation is still in
dustrially weak. Production falls
far short of that of the United
btates.
