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ACCESS ROAD NEEDS

By CHARLES V. STANTON

The Western Forest Industries Association has taken up
the cudgel for increased appropriations to finance construe-
tion of access roads into federally-owned timber lands, The
association is composed of independent sawmill operators,
loggers and remanufacturers, chiefly in the small or medium-
sized group, and was organized for the principal purpose

taingd yield management. While we disagree with the asso-
cintion's position on the sustained yicld controversy, we are
in full accord with the effort to bring about earliest possible
construction of access roads.

Of all the dimswit aets for which Congress must accept
responsibility, we believe its policy on access roads is about
the worst. The cut proposed in appropriations for access
roads indicates complete ignorance of both the forestry
problem and the economies of administering the public
domain.

Construction of access roads into national forests is a
straightforward business proposition from which dollar
profits are assured both to the government and to the oper-
atar. Furthermore, sccess roads would make possible better
forest management, a distribution of cut by spreading the
logging operation over a wider ares, and better ulilization
of the resource by permitting earlier removal of mature and
overripe timber.

In letters to congressional delegates from Western stutes,
the association sets forth its opinion as follows:

Construction of publicly financed timber access roads
Is desirable for several reasons. If such public roads are not
built pnly the largest flims can bid for public timber and
hundreds of small independent concerns would be frozen
out. In the long run, under appraisal methods used by the
Forest Service, the timber itself pays the cost of road
construction,

If pubilic access roads are bullt, bidders for stumpage
need finance with their own funds only those roads from
the main public road to their particular operation, and this
permits sale of stumpage in smaller blogks which can be
financed by the average as well as the largest operators.
A proper system of access roads permits the spreading of
hacvesting operations over a large area instead of concen:
trating them In one location. We urge that appropriation
for forest road dvelopment be increased to at least $12
million.

To illustrate how the access road program would benefit
the industry, we can imagine a federally constructed high-
way up the North Umpqua River, through the heart of the|
Umpqua National Forest. Thousands of acres of timber on ;
the Umpqua Forest are vipe and ready for hurvesting. Given
o main route over which logs could be transported, the
Forest Service, which already has worked out preliminary |
sales plans, could start selling timber which should be cut, |
working on a combination of selective logging and rl-':n'|
cutting, ag is being most efficiontly demonstrated in the |
b
yield program and stimulate timber growth by proper |zmdi
management.,

Construction of these voads would cost the government
nothing. In fact, the government would profit, Sales, as|
presently conducted, permit deduction from the over-all
values, of the operator's cost of rvoad construction. Thus,
the operator is building his own road, but the government |
actually pays for it because the expense is deducted from
what otherwise would be paid for stumpage.

Jut it 18 quite evident that few, if any, operators couid

could finance connecting roads, Bidding at timber sales
would be highly competitive and stumpage values would |
rise, thereby repaying the government, many times over,|
for the cost of construction.

Despuiving that Congress will ever be brought to a
realization of the economies involved, some persons con-

permit borrowing money from the Reconstruction Finance
Corporation to build the access roads, with repayment of
loans to be made from timber sales revenue.

Regardless of the method used for financing, it is quite
apparent that Congress is extremely short-sighted in failure
to push the aceess vopd program through to earliest possible
completion.
