Hurt in Crashes

VANCOUVER, Wash., May 12
(JP Two student pilots surviv-

ed crashes which started as prac-
tice landings northwest of here
but one was in serious condition
today.

Thomas MacComber, 25, and
Harold Mason, 23, both Van-
couver, took off from here early
yesterday afternoon in light
planes Ho practice what they
would do if forced to land.

MacComber headed down struck
wires at the edge of the field,
and his plane crashed. He jumped
out not seriously hurt and
