This information is in response to queries by Lewis A,
McArthur, Oregon historian, who iz digging out data for
the Oregon historical record as he seeks to catalogue every
post office ever authorized within the state. He is nearing
the bottom of the list for Douglas County, having estab-
lished histories of 120 of the 134 stations listed by the postal
department since Yoncalla, the first in the county, was
established March 14, 1851,

But apparently the research has hit a few snags. Some
data still must be obtained if the list is to be completed.

Recent communications have cleared up a few points on
which Mr. McArthur seeks information, but we are hoping
News-Roview readers will respond with replies to the ques-
tions still unanswered.

One of the questions Mr. McArthur submitted to News-
Review readers was whether the waters of Sulphur Springs
are hot or cold, He has been furnished a most definite and

Fred Wright, our Reedsport correspondent, interviewed
Mr. Seymour, one of the old residents of the Lower Umpqua,
who clarified history of several of the stations in the western
part of the county.

Mr. MecArthur had asked about Norfolk, 1878-92, Mary
E. Melyin postmaster. Seymour says the name originally
was "Norfork," a contraction of North Fork, the post office
having been located on the main river about 50 yards up-
stream from the mouth of the north tributary. Mra. Melvin
was the mother of Mrs, Seymour, The family residence was
located on the North Fork of Smith River, about 100 yards
upstream from the mouth.
