The term "blue-white- " has been so misused by jewelers that almost any
diamond might be called blue-whit- even though it varies in color from fine
white to light yellow or even light brown. What then of the customer who is
comparing values? He is offered the choice, let us say, between a Vi carat
blue-whi- diamond (which is slightly yellow) for $500 at one store and a Vi
carot "blue white" diamond which is really fine white for the same price at
another store. Since the customer probably could not tell which diamond is
the better even if he could view them side by side he cannot be certain which
is the better value.

Because of the misuse of the term blue-whit- e as used to describe the color of
a d'amond, the American Gem Society has long ago banned the use of the
term by its members. A system of color classification has been adopted which
hos standardized diamond grading beyond a doubt. Under this system the
diamonds are classed into 10 grades varying from fine white down to slightly
yellow. The class into which a diamond falls is determined by comparisonwith ten master stones which are standardized for color, one stone for each
color grade. Thus a stone sold by a jeweler member of the Society in Berne
Switzerland, London, England, New York City or Roseburg will be uniformfor quality and value.
