Mountalns of all
drumas and crates pile up on the
heach,

Portable generators whine on

the shore as Navy slgnalmen
transmit messages by  wireless
and blinker to the “invasion"

headquarters —the flagship, Wea
sels, tractors and cranes are o
moving maze between supply
stacks and warehouses,

There is a sense of urgency o
the feverish unloading paoce, simi-
lar to a wartime beachhead The

foe, this time, Is the 'polar lee
pack.
The scene fs the Navy's yearly

landing of supplies for it= oll ox-
ploration base on the upper tip
of Alaska,

The supply vessels anchored
offshore here vesterday. They
had raced from Seattle with word
| of the ice breakup only to be bar
ted from reaching Barrow for
two days by shifting ice

Today, helicopters and amphib-
lans coursed the edge of the mas
sive white thatch that caps the
North, ready to warn the supply
fleet to up anchor If it beging
again to move fowards shore

The arrvival of the ships was
llke Christmas in August to the
natives as well as to the Navy
personnel here, Men, women And
| children trooped out of the native
| village onto the beach, shouting
| “umiapuk, umiapuk!"—the Eski
mo equivalent of “big boat™

The vessels also brought 2,000
tons of frelght for the village, It
| must Iast until pext summer
when the loe hreaks up again
for an all too short period.

Federal officials had reported
the natives short of supplies be
fore the Navy expldition arrived

Native leaders sald they expect
shortages in many [tems before
next summer despite the fact

that the present shipment Is the
largest ever received,
| Navy crews are scheduled to
| work 12-hour shifts. 24 hours a
day untll the supply vessels are
unloaded. On thelr side in the
race agninst the joe is the antin
ous daylight. The sun sets (o
iy 90 minutes, and then barelsy
heneath the rim of the earth.
