He had been acting Bulgarian
consul In Istanbul, a dashing
dandy of the Balkan diplomatic
net and survivor of several purges
in his country's foreign service
after Bulgaria came Into the Rus-
sian orbit.

His father disappeared during
the Red Army occupation of Bul-

garia but the son clung to his post
in Istanbul, center of a heavy
two-wa- traffic in military and
diplomatic secrets.

Karagheuzov failed to appear
at a social function Sept. 9. He
was called back to Sofia by his
government four days later but
did not answer.

Turkish papers reported he had
been spirited out of the country
after hiding four days from
agent of Soviet satellite coun-
tries.
