norships of 29 states next yenn' as
i result of election victories that
strengthened their contyol of the
natlon's graseroots polltical ma-
chinary,

The Republipans went into the
election Tuesday holding half the
49 governovships but the Deio
crits captured 20 of the 33 state
contests.

The Democrats made o net
galn of six governarships—wit-
ning eight from the Republicans
and losing In twa states, Utah
and Washington,

That would muke the new line-
up 30 Democrats nnd 18 Republl-
cans except for one election od-
dity.

Democratic Gov. Lester C,
Hunt of Wyoming was elgcted 10
the Senate. When he leaves of-
flee, he will succecded by A,
G. Crane, Republican secretary
of state in Wyoming.

Sa the line-up then will be. 20
Democratic governors and 19 He-
publican.

One Democrat who failed to
win reelection was  President
Truman's good friend Mon C,
Wallgren of Washinglon, Former
Governor Arthur B, Langlle, Re.
publican, ousted Wallgren In a
cloge race.
