PARIS. Dec. 13- -t, Russi- a-

Andrei Y. Vishinsky, Soviet
deputy foreign minister, attack
ed Britain and the United States
in the closing minutes of the
Paris assembly.

Two Persons Die as Tree
Hits House, Two Others
Perish in Dam Collapse
EUGENE, Ore., Dec. 13. UP)

Oregon's third flood within the
year swept down the Willamette
Valley today, blocking roads, lap
ping over doorsllls of lowland
houses, and forcing some 500 peo-
ple to move to higher ground.

The Willamette River, swollen
by days of storms that have tak-
en a death toll of four in Oregon,
crested here last night after driv
ing some sou trailer residents
from suburban Glenwood.

The storm victims were Mr.
arid Mrs. Clifford J. Kuhnke.
Portland, killed in a house at De-

troit dam Saturday night when
a fir tree crashed into the house;
and Earl Miller and Al Roberts.
who perished when the upper
Coqullle River washed out a wing
of a logging dam.

The river which floods here
in December or January so regu-
larly that the lowland populace
"just plan to go live with our
friends every year about this
time" had fallen four and a half
feet by this morning.

The residents who drove their
trailers yesterday into the high
Fairgrounds and the University
of Oregon campus expected to be
able to return by nightfall. The
water wnicn swept into ground
floors of stores, of the Glenwood
and Springfield Junction lowland
was seeping out again.

The damage here was not ex
pected to run nearly as high as
the $10,000,000 caused by the Wil-
lamette's last flood In January.

And It was only a trickle com-
pared to the disastrous Columbia
River flood of May and June,
which destroyed the city of Van- -

port 12d miles norm of here, and
still has left thousands of Van- -

port residents with no permanent
homes.
Farmers Walt Out Flood

The Willamette River's crest
swept on toward Its confluence
with the Columbia, 125 miles
northward, and along the banks
a few score of lowland residents
started the annual evacuation.

The river measured four feet
above flood stage this morning
at Corvallis, about 50 miles r.orth
of here, and was still rising.

A few farmers living oehind
the blocked Albany-Corvalli- s

highway and on Kler Island came
Into Corvallis to wait out the
flood.

But Corvallte, Albany, Salem,
and Portland all on the lower
stretches of the Willamette suf
fered no major calamity from a
flood of these proportions. Live-
stock has been moved from the
lowlands; equipment moved from
endangered docks.

The weather bureau said the
Willamette would crest at Cor-
vallis this afternoon, Albany to-

night, Salem tomorrow after-
noon, and Portland Wednesday
morning. Headwaters were fall-
ing, indicating the worst was
over.

The Pacific Highway was
blocked at Harrlsburg, and the
Willamette Highway was closed
by three slides, the worst about
10 miles north of Oak Ridge.

The old Albany-Corvalli- s High-
way was closed, and some water
was expected to cover Highway
99 West south of Corvallis soon.
Traffic probably could continue
getting through 99, however.

Some 100 trailers drove from
flooded Glenwood to the Eugene
Fairgrounds, the campus, and
other trailer parks yesterday. An-

other 200 Glenwood residents
were sheltered at a Veterans of
Foreign Wars post In Springfield.

Communist Forces Near
Nanking After Further
Blows to Nationalists

"NANKING, Dec. 13. UP)

Chiang s grim watch on
the Yangtze is coming sooner
than expected.

With a Chinese Communist at-
tack reported only 50 miles north-
west oi this capital, government
military sources said rted infiltra-
tion and heavy Nationalist losses
may soon force abandonment of
the Hwal River defense line.
That would shove National de-
fenses back to the Yangtze river.

These sources reported that
more than 50.000 troops of the
government's long encircled 121 h
Army group have been wiped out
southwest of Suhslen, about 145
miles northwest of Nanking.

The 12th, which originally num-
bered 110,000 now has been com-
pressed into an area of less thnn
four square miles. Its critical
shortage of supplies Is worsening.
Pilots report difficulty in drop-
ping material Into the shrinking
target area.

The 12th has been trapped 17
days. The Chinese Communist
radio asserted Sunday night that
the government's Sixth Army had
been stopped In Its effort to
break through to the 12th. The
Sixth moved north from the Hwal
River line and Its anchor at Peng-
pu, and once was within 22 miles
of joining the 12th. Pengpu Is
53 miles south of Suhslen and
105 miles northwest of Nanking.
Reds Reoort Mopup

The Ked radio asserted mat
remnants of the 12th Armv group
are "being monned up." Neutral
observers said elimination of the
12th would free at least 80,000
Red troops for action against the
understrength Sixth and Eighth
Army groups.

There was no news of what is
hannenlne to the latter forces
except that they are suffering
heavy casualties.

On Road East
Of Sutherlin

Tragedy Attributed To
Failure of Brakes While
Descending Steep Grade
Jack Jay Groat, 41, of Rose-

burg, was fatally Injured Satur-
day morning, when he lost con-
trol of the gravel truck he was
operating, and it overturned on
a logging road
about 12 miles east of Sutherlin,
County Coroner Harry C. Stearns
reported.

According to the coroner,
Groat's truck was at the end of
the new road, being constructed
near the Bonanza Mine by the
L. and S. Lumber Co. The ve-
hicle's brakes apparently failed
and the truck started to go back-
wards down a steep grade. Groat
put the gears In reverse, but
these did not hold and the truck
overturned.

The injured man was discov-
ered at 9:30, about 15 minuter
after the accident, by another
truck driver, Roy Abene Jr., of
Sutherlin, who summoned an'
ambulance. Groat's Injuries in-
cluded a fractured right leg and
a broken back, the coroner said.
