Deep snows and extreme cold
weather over the state may have
serious effects on both the big
game and the upland ame of
uregon, n announced today
by C. A. Lockwood, Oregon stale
game supervisor. He pointed out
that although extensive feeding
operations are being carried on
and will be increased, the lack of
browse on the winter ranges can-
not be offset by even the most
elaborate feeding programs.

Heavy snows in the Baker area
have driven elk and deer down
onto the ranches in the valley
and for two weeks the game com-
mission has kept a crew busy
establishing feed lines and

on other operations to al-
leviate damage. Mr. Lockwood
emphasized that these measures
are not long range solutions for
the big game wintering uroblerr.s
but strictly emergency measures.

Eighty-on- tons of hay have
been purchased for the feed lines
in the Baker, Sumpter and Keat-
ing areas. Many ranchers are
cooperating by rendering assist
ance in plowing out roads and
assisting with the feeding.

Upland birds are being fed ex-

tensively through the cooperation
of many sportsmen and ranchers
tnrougnout the state, in the
Baker area alone nearly two tons
of grain have been purchased by
the commission any many dona-
tions of grain have been received.

Extensive quail trapping will
begin this week. In some sections
of the state many coveys of quail
nave Dannea rogeiner due to the
heavy snows. In these large
concentrations the birds are easy
victims to predators. This is also
intensified when feeding is being
carried on. Portions of these
coveys will be trapped and trans-
planted to places where teed is
available. Others that will oe
trapped will be held through the
winter at the game farms and
then will he released in the
spring in regions that have suf
fered severe population losses
during the winter.
