School Battle 8haping

A new legislative battle over
state school support was shaping
up today when school leaders
said they would ask that the state
basic school support fund be
doubled.

The 1947 legislature, which set
up the distribution plan for the
fund after the people ordered It,

&rovided for $17,000,000 a year to
to the schools.'

Rex Putnam, state superinten-
dent of public instruction, said he
would ask the legislature to ap-

propriate $32,212,000 a year.
The distribution now is based on

$50 per year for each census
child. The new plan would call
for $95 a child.

If the legislature approves, it
would be referred to the people.

The bill also carries a provision
that $2,000,000 a year be given to
distressed school districts so they
could build new buildings.
Auto Plates For Owners

The legislature finished Its first
week's work today after receiving
Secretary of State Newbry's plan
for permanent motor vehicle
license plates.

The bills provide that the plates
be Issued to the owner, Instead of
to the car; and for a staggered
system whereby 112 of all
license plates would expire each
month.

When a car owner registered
again, he would be given a date
to insert on his permanent plate.

Newbry said the staggered
system would do away with the
annual rush of license plate re-
newals each December. It would
become effective with 1950 plates.
Forestry Bonds Sought

Newbry also Introduced a bill

The Senate Forestry committee
sponsored a bill to let the state
forestry department Issue the
$10,000,000 worth of bonds which
the people voted for reforestation
last November.

The bill would allow the de-

partment to develop a forestry
program to rehabilitate state-owne-

lands, and to acquire other
lands for this purpose.

3. Calendar years to be counted
from Anno Domini and not from
the Republic of China's found-
ing.

4. Elimination of "reactionar
ies" from the Government and
Army.

5. Confiscation of "bureaucrat-
ic" capital.

6. Land reforms.
7. Cancellation of "treacher

ous" treaties with Imperialistic
nations.

8. Formation of a state council
to include all Chinese elements,
except reactionaries.
