Expiration of

Insurance Told

41st Div. Yets
G.I. term insurance Is approach-

ing expiration dates for an In-

creasing number of Oregon vet-
erans, particularly those who
stepped into the war early with
the 41st Division, Clifford Fields.
Veterans Administration repre-
sentative at the Roseburg Veter-
ans Hospital warned today.

"These veterans must take ac-
tion If they wish to keep their
National Service Life insurance
In force," Fields pointed out.
"Expiring contracts may be re-
newed for a new five-yea- r term,
or converted to a permanent
plan."

Original term. Insurance taken
out while In service before the
end of 1945 expires eight years
after it was Issued, the VA aide
explained. Many Oregon s

took out their insurance early in
1941, and some of these contracts
are expiring now.

"Unfortunately, there Is no
grace period after the eighth an-

niversary of a G.I. term policy,"
Fields stated. "The VA is en-

deavoring to notify veterans who
have term insurant ) in force
two months ahead of expiration,
but some may be missed while
others forget the warning or do
not realize its meaning."

"If an ex-G- I doesn't apply for
renewal or conversion before his
original Insurance expires, a phy-
sical examination will be required
to regain his coverage at any
later date."

Oregon Sportsmen
Draft Legislation

SALEM ,Ore., Jan. 14.
Oregon sportsmen drew up legis-
lative plans here Inst night, mak-
ing it clear they want more lunds
tor the game program.

The plans were drawn by the
legislative committees of the
Oregon Wildlife Federation and
the state division of the Izaak
Walton League.

They agreed to support recom-
mendations of the legislative
Interim Committee on game af-
fairs. They also urged payment
from the general fund for capital
investments in hatcheries and
other permanent lmnrovementa.

They also asked tne release of
funds now taken from the Game
Department for State Police.

Mills were planned to reorgan-
ize the Game Commission as a
policy and budget-makin- body;
to set up a natural resources
board; to revise the state game
code; to double the personnel in
game law enforcement agencies;

duct an Inventory of fish and
wildlife resources; im Drove soil
conservation district laws; pro-
vide state aid to towns for sewage
disposal.
