Face Congress
WASHINGTON, Jaan. 27 IO
The administration was re-

ported about ready today to hand
Congress a "single package" hill
repealing the law
and restoring the Wagner Act
with "improvements" asked by
Presldenl Truman.

A tentative outline of the pro-
posed new law was drafted at a
White House meeting last night.
Among those attending were
Secretary of Labor Tobin, Con-
ciliation Director Cyrus Chlng,
and Paul M. Herzog and Abe
Murdock, members of the Na-
tional Labor Relations Board.

One of Mr. Truman's aides told
a reporter that the president has
not yet approved the proposals.
However, the chief executive was
represented as being convinced
that a new labor law must be
handled In "one package."

Labor unions have objected to
(hat procedure. They want the

law repealed and the
Wagner Act restored In one step,
with any changes In the Wagner
i'.ct to come later.

Mr. Truman was said to feel
that such strategy would not ral-
ly enough votes In Congress be-
hind his pledge to repeal the

law.
The "improvements" Mr. Tru-

man asked in his slate of the
union message Include curbs on
strikes affecting the national wcl-for-

Jurisdictional disputes, and
secondary boycotts.

Mr. Boone's thinking on the airport subject probably is
typical of that of a great many people. Technicalities of avia-
tion and airport development are unfamiliar to the average
person and he is apt to think in terms of generalities. But
the current problem is too important to permit superficial
analysis and opinion. Mr. Boone's arguments are appealing
to the person not thoroughly familiar with rules and regu-
lations of aviation, but, in view of the importance of the
problem confronting the City of Roseburg, his statements
should not be permitted to go before the public without more
thorough study.

They have been accustomed to rapid descents, half stall?,
sideslipping and fishtalling to make quick easy landings,
