The State Game Commission,
which earlier had proposed a
ban on the bait, changed its mind
here Saturday after hearing pro-
tests from Central Oregon fish-
ermen.

The commission relented also
on its proposal to lioiit the winter
Jack salmon catch to two fish.
After hearing protests, the com-
mission said the limit would be
10 in one day and 20 in possession
from Oct. 1 to Nov. 1.
