Vital Problem Involved

Before Congress decides if
it ever is going to a sensible
move might be a thorough exam-
ination of the British program of
nationalized medical care. It has
not been going too long, but
enough vices and virtues should
already be apparent to serve as

valuable guide to American
action.

The country does not have any
quarrel with the noble profession
of medicine. The problem is the
inadequate number ol doctors in
certain regions and the inade
quate money to employ them at
certain social levels. Congress
should be able to tackle that prob
lem without any more emotional-
ism or animosity.
