WHAT, NO FOOT BATH?

Several inquiries have been received at The News-Review
of fice asking why there is no chemical footbath in connection
with Roseburg’'s new gwimming pool,

We are advised that the footbath no longer is recom-
mended by the State Board of Health, and, in fact, the orig- |
inal plan, which called for such installation, was amended
at the State Board of Health's request.

Until recently all public shower rooms have included a
chemical foothath ag an intended safeguard against fungus
diseases of the foot, It has been found in practice, however,
according to City Manager Matt Slankard, that constant
dilution of the chemieal bath with water and lack of con-
gistent attention result in a concentration of germs and para-
sites in the footbath solution making it dangerous.

Chlorine content of the water in the Roseburg pool, Slank-
ard states, is sufficient to kill germs and parasites causing
athlete’s foot and other skin diseases. This chlorine treat-
ment is continuoug and automatically controlled as the water
is passed through the filtration system.

The circulation system algo contains soda ash which coagu-
lates all body acids, which then are removed in the filters.

Water in the Roseburg pool, Slankard states, is as clean |
as can possibly be achieved and danger of infection or cori- |
tamination is virtually eliminated through the automatic
filtration and treatment system.

Original pians for the pool included the former standard
foothath as & part of the dressing room layout, but the State |
Board of Health recommended its elimination, Slankard says. |
