the Roseburg strike, said the dairy-
men should be content with the
profit available at the price offer
ed.

"Production costs, as nearly as
we could determine, do not sub-

stantiate" claimt of the Roseburg
dairymen, roster said. The pro-

ducers stopped milk deliveries last
week, contending their costs are
so high they cannot get along on
the minimum price.

The committee noted that 98 dai-

rymen in Jackson and Josephine
counties are shipping their milk to
Ei Bene and apparently are mat
ing a profit at the minimum price
there.

"If the few producers In the
Roseburg pool receive their de-

mands, it would mean the estab-
lishment of two different minimum
prices in one production area,
which Is contrary to the interests
of the Industry as a whole," the
committee reported.
Deliveries Still Short

Meanwhile, about 90 percent of
the regular home milk deliveries
was still curtailed in Roseburg, as
the Teamsters local continued to
respect the AF of L - sanctioned
picket lines, thrown up at umpqua
dairy by the producers group, af-

filiated with the union.
Howard Pattison, employee of

Umpqua dairy and stockholder in
the corooration. testified Wednes

day, that, as a new member of the
Teamsters union, he was not able
to cross an AF of L picket line,
nor could any of the plant em-

ployes.
When asked by the plaintiff's

counsel If he wanted to work, Pat-
tison declared, "I do want to work,
definitely." He also testified all
other employes to whom he had
spoken evidenced the same desire.
