AN ACT
To amend Section 33 of tho existing

municipal charter of the City of
Roaeburg. Oregon, by adding thereto
Subdivision 43. authorising the Com-
mon Council to purr hat- or acquire by
eminent domain or otherwise, land
either within or without the City Lim-

its as an addition to the Roseburg
municipal airport; authorising th Com-
mon Council to issue and aell bonds
of the City In a sum not to exceed
4200.000 to provide funds to acquire
such lands and to Improve th same
together with th lands of th existing
municipal airport; provide for the
levying of taxes to pay Interest on fa id
bonds and to pay tho aam at ma-

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE

OF THE CITY OF ROSEBURG:
That Section 33 of the existing mu-

nicipal charier of the City of Ro
burg, Oregon, as enacted by th legisla-
tive assembly of the Male of Oresion.
and as heretofore amended by aaid
legislative assembly and as heretofore
amended by th vote of th people of
the City of Roaeburg under the initia-
tive and referendum and otherwise,
shall be and th same hereby u
amended by adding to aald Section S3
a subdivision to be known aa Subdi-
vision 43 which shall read as follows-

Subdivision 63: Th Common Coun-
cil of the City of Roseburg hereby I

granted the power, in addition to U

the other power granted by the muni-
cipal charter of the City of Roeaourg,
to purchas or acquire by the power
of eminent domain or otherwise, either
within or without the City limits of
said City. land or lands adjacent to
the existing Roseburg municipal air-
port to become an addition to said
airport and to Improve said additional
lands as well as the existing airport
lands, by building new and Improving
existing runways, parking strips, boun-
dary and flood lights, hangars, and oth-

er buildings and to Improve aaid lands
in such other manner as to the Com-
mon Council may seem advisable lor
airport purposes.

For the purpose of raising th neces-
sary funds to purchase or acquire
such lands and to make said airport
improvements the Common Council
hereby la authorlted and empowered
to Issue and sell bonds of the City,
bearing Interest at not to exceed 4',fc

per annum, and in a sum not to ex-
ceed the principal amount of 4200.000.
The bonds hereby authorized shall be
In such form and of such denomina-
tions and shall be payable as to prin-
cipal and Interest at such time or times
as the Council may by ordinance de
termine, said time not to exceed 20
year. AH bonds hereunder lsued
shall be deemed concurrent end shall
be without priority as to each other
and shall be general obligation of th
cny oi noseourg.

Th Common Council hereby It auth-
or! red and directed to levy a tax an-

nually In addition to all other taxes
authorised by tho charter to pay Ihe
Interest on said bonds as the same
become due and to provide a sinking
fund for th payment of aaid bonds
at maturity and to pay said bonds at
any time therein authorized. The In-

debtedness authorised by this charter
amendment In addition to all other
indebtedness of said City already In-

curred or authorized and I not to be
considered as affected by any limit of
indebtedness In said charter."
