He made public a letter from
Lewis, president of the United mine
workers, turning down his invita-

Jacobs called the hearings to
investigate charges by Lloyd Sid-
ener, president of a United mine
workers union local at Cantoa, Il ,
that Lewis sent secret orders to
the miners to continue their strike
although publicly calling on them
1o go back to work In compli-
ance with a federal court's “'stop
strike” order.
