Sometime, somewhere, so0me-
body is going to Insist on an ac-
counting for the hundreds of thou-
sands of war prisoners and civil
lans who are said to have dis-
appeared like wraiths without
trace into the vast fasinesses of
the Soviet empire.

An oulburst of heated official
denials tas followed Moscow's re-
cent announcement that the repat-
ristion of Japanese and German
priscners of war hns been com-
pleted. And a wave of grief is
sweeping countless homes where
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families for five long years since
the war's end have been hopefully
awailing the return of fathers and
sons and brothers.
Japan Stunned

Japan was stunned when, in
April, Moscow announced that
Japanese repatriation was <o m-
plete except for 2,000 prisoners
serving senlences as war crimin-

als, Tekyo reterted that more than |

300,000 Japanese prisoners still are
misaing.

Without naming the countries
that may be occupied or what
power could make the ocoupation
necessary, Barkley declared “‘we
must drive back this monster that
has crepl over the earth, destroy-
ing the freedom of man.
