The Memorial day weekend to

honor the nation's war dead was
marred almost as it began Satur-
day by a slowly mounting toll of
accidental deartis.

There was no pomp or ceremony
for the victims who lay mangled
on the highways. No patriotism or
valor dignified the deaths of those
who perished as the result of a
moment's carelessness.

A violent death toll of 31 since
6 p.m. Friday included 27 victims
of highway crashes. Four died in
miscellaneous accidents.

The National Safety council has
estimated that approximately 90
persons will perish in Memorial
day weekend traffic.
