1,000,000, young people, Including
college students; laDor groups, ana
the families of servicemen.

Dr. Jesse M. Bader, executive
director of the council's depart-
ment of evangelism, said such a
campaign is essential for "a re
surgence of genuine Christianity no
a national and world, scale."
