On Mortgages,
Bank Loans Upped

NEW YORK ® — Interest rates
on martgages and on bank loans
Iin business are slowly rising. But
Unele Sam = still hoping 1o hold
down the interest he must pay on
the huge federal debt

The people he borrows the mon.
ey from — the banks, insurpnce
companies, ul’]fl other [II'[\.TI’» -
vestors-—have been elamoring for
the Treasury to lssue long-lerm
bonds paviog more than the preseat
imerest rate of 2%: percent,

But the federal debl now tops
8 hillion dallars, Annual interest
payment totals on it are already
high, And any ralse in interest
rates would inceease the burden on
the taxpayers by that mueh more,
‘I'he Treamury, therefore, is hoping

to hold  the interest rate at its
present level,
Private borrowers aren't so

lucky, Banks now charge 3 per cent
on prime commercial loans, This
is twige what business [irms with
the highest eredit ratings had 10
pay the banks in the 193547 period
before interest rates started their
slow climb.

Carporate  bond  prices  have
dropped, too, so that the yvield on
them ix rising gratduvally. And cor-
porations secking to sell new se-
cirities o the public have had o

offer higher inlerest pates than
they did a fow yenrs ago. Business
firms are  borrowp record

amonnts ta expand plunts and -
nance ever-costlier business opéra-
lions,

Too, many investors have heen
furning to the stock market. With
common stotk prices rising since
the war, the yield from them has
been more attractive lo many in-
vestors than the interest rites the
government or corporations wers
offering on their securities

But the Treasury has so fap held
to it poliey of keeping its own in-
terest payments on long-lerm bonds
down e 2! percent, To do this,
the Treasury has been turning
mare anidl more to short-term bor-
rowing—{for three months or a year
