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WHAT’S TO DO IN ‘52

The coming year promices to be u busy one for Rose-
burg and community, Coupled with political activity will
be & continuation of business and industrial expansion, to-
gother witn population growth,

‘I'nking inventory of our needs for the year, we find ac-
cess ronds taking the top #pot on our priority list. Exten-
glon of the North Umpqus road into the Umpqua National
Forest is vitally important, We have locked up there
more thau 100,000,000 board feet of stumpage available an-
nually on a sustained yield busis. We need only to build
the roads necessary to permit the logs to be transported
fo mills, An additional 100,000,000 board feet added to our
source of supply would give us better opportunity to bal.
ance cutting on privata and public lunds, and would also
bolster installations now seruping the bottom of the supply
barrel,

Steps already have heen taken to improve access routes
into the Hobbard ereek burn, where we have a huge sal-
vage problem. Construction of an access road between
Sutherlin and Glide is under consideration.

The year 1952 should see an important advancement in
the nccess rond project,

Anotler problem that should be vigorously attacked in
1952 is that of management of controverted lands. The con-
troverted lands are associnted with the access road situa-
tion. Controverted lands are lands 10 miles in width on
each side of the oviginal grants of alternate sections 20
miles on each side of the 0, & C. railrond right of way,
The original grant was given the railroad company to fi-
nance construetion of the rail line between Portland and
San Fravciseo.

Terms Of Act Yiolated

When the railroad company began selling land from
the original grant, it was found that much acreage had
heen settled by squatters. Rather than displace the set-
tlers, the government gave the raiload company every al-
ternate section for a distance of ten miles on each side of
the first grant,

0. & ¢ lunds were ravested in the federal government
when the Southern Pacifie company, which succeeded the
Oregon & California company, violated terms of the grant.
Administration was placed in the handa of the General Land
Office, which Iater was absorbed by the Bureau of Land
Management, Through some error, no provision was made
for muanpgement of the eontroverted Iands, Both the De-
partment of Interior, of which the BLM is a part, and the
Department of ‘Agriculture, through the 1.8, Forest Serv-
ice, claim jurisdiction. A temporary arrangement of ad-
ministration, in which one department must approve the
action of the other, is now in operation, It is impossible
to work ont a permanent plan of road construction and tim-
ber sales until the controversy is ironed out or some agree-
ment reacned between departments,

Improved Highway In Prospect

Clogely allied with the access rond program on the 1952
agenda 18 the reconstruction of Highway 99 through Doug-
lng County. A start in the Pass Creck Canyon area is
promised to begin this year, At the same time, work may
start on the relocation project through the Roseburg com-
munity,

routes to relieve pressure on cross streets, ete,

Also among needed city projects for consideration ar
enlargement of the sanitery sewer disposal facilities, addi-
tional storm sewers, street widening, extending municipal
boundaries, improving police and fire protection, a new
civie building and other improvements,

The industrial field should give more attention to meth-
oils of waste utilization and enlurgement of secondary man-
ufaeture,

Improvement in the agricultural industry was very en-
couraging Inst vear, Ringe betterment, increases in for-
age crops, enlargement of the livestock and ponltry indus-
tries, better marketing facilitivs, and installation of food
processing plants are suggested projects for 19

Building costs have slowed Roseburg's improvement to
the appearance of its business district. It might be well
during this year to consider, insofar as finances will er-
mit, modernization of fronts — paint-up and freshap — in
the several spots such improvements are needed,
