While the state held the line in
number of traffic deaths, vehicle
travel increased an estimated 350
million miles over total travel of
the year befoiv, according to gaso-
line sales figures reported to Sec
retary of State Newbry.

The gain in travel resulted In a
slightly lowered mileage death
rate, Newbry pointed out. Fatal-
ities in each 100 million miles of
total slreet and highway travel
reached 6.7 as compared with an
even 7.0 in 1950.

Numerically, the worst death toll
of the post-wa- r years was re-

corded in 1946 when 482 fatalities
occurred.
