Oregon Farmers Use
4,500,000 Posts A Year

It's a lot of fence posts any
way you look at It.

Charles R. Ross, Oregon State
College extension farm foresty spe-

cialist, says the U. S. Forest Serv-
ice has come up with a figure that
Oregon farmers use 4,500.000 new
wood fence posts annually. This
does not include a sizable amount
of small timbers used for corrals,
bridges and other uses.

Here's a breakdown of tree var-
ieties which furnish the posts.
