Convention strategy comes in for much comment. On

one fact the commentators seem to be in agreement the

Taft forces made many blunders. Of course, commentators
who favored Taft say the Senator's advisors fell into trans
laid for them by the Eisenhower crowd. It is generally

agreed, however, among the many commentators, that the
Taft steamroller was steered wide of the mark ; that its mis-

direction was extremely damaging to Taft's campaign.
This is an odd situation, inasmuch as Taft's advisors and

supporters included the Veteran Old Guard, supposedly the
most highly qualified and experienced leadership in political
strategy. Eisenhower's campaign, presumably, was directed

by political amateurs. Another oddity is the fact that there

apparently was considerable dissension, jealousy and fric-

tion within the Eisenhower camp, with each of the principal
advisors trying to be the head man. Yet this strife-ridde- n

camp came up with a stunning upset.

Questioned

Even more controversial among the issues discussed by
the commentators is the nomination for
Some say the choice of Senator Nixon was most unfortunate
and that he will be a millstone around Ike's neck. Others
hold that the brilliant young politician from California, with
his demonstrated campaigning ability, will be a great help
to the general, who is totally inexperienced as a campaigner.

One element we have not seen mentioned by the com-

mentators in connection with this matter is the effect upon
the issue of Communism.

Communists are afraid of Ike". The torrent of abusive
propaganda poured against him by Communist-fron- t organ-
izations before and during the Republican convention fur-
nished proof that the Reds want anyone but Ike. Nomina-
tion of Senator Nixon, who drew nationwide attention by
ferreting out Communist infiltratin into high government
places, is doubly frustrating to the Reds.

Because General Eisenhower has been dealing with the
Communist threat in Europe and has built the defensive wall
against infiltration in that part of the world, the Reds know
that he will be a stern enemy if elected. They will not be
able to push him around readily. He plainly is not a be-

liever in appeasement.
Where Eisenhower knows how to deal with Communism

on the international level, Nixon has exhibited ability to
clean the subversive elements out of the domestic govern-
ment.. The two men form a strong team.

We can be very certain that they will be targets of most
vicious propaganda from now until election
time.

Party Status Reviewed

Another subject commentators are batting around with
thousands of words is the status of the Republican party.
Has the party developed a permanent rift? Will the group
winning the nomination be able to rotain permanent control?
Will the standpat faction sit on its hands during the coming
campaign? Will a totally new party develop from existing
confusion? Will this new party, if it should materialize, pro-
vide a home for many of the nation's millions of independent
voters?

Funds 'Low' Hit

WASHINGTON iH Millard
Caldwell said Monday civil defense
funds voted "by a shocked and
aroused Congress" after bombs
fall would be useless and bitterly
criticized lawmakers for not pro-
viding money now.

SENCE of what wise and tolerant
and enlightened people term
LIBERALISM a word that has
been badly misused by politicians
in recent decades.

I was reading Churchill's state-
ment to the commons on the tele-

type this morning and one of the
boys in our radio room was looking
over my shoulder.

"What Churchill means," he re-

marked, "is that if you let the
cranks talk enought they'll defeat
themselves."

I thought he put it pretty well.

I'd like to add that in our pol-
itics today we have too much of
the spirit of YOU'RE A LIAR and
too little of the tolerant spirit ot
Winston Churchill and 'Voltaire
(whose real name, by the way,
was Francios Marie Arouet: Vo-
ltaire was merely his pen name.)

That brings us back lo politics
which, with the two big party

conventions held in this month, is,
I suppose, inevitable.

We've been hearins and reading
a lot in the past few days about
the slick 'strategy' that won for
Ike at Chicago. It leaves me cold.

Here's what won for Ike:
Millions of people have FAITH

in him as the kind of man they
want for their leader. The Republi-
can delegates at Chicago were in
the main JUST PEOPLE. A

majority of them shared this
FAITH in Ike.

So, when the time came, they
voted their convictions and their
faith and Ike won the nomination.

That's the long and the short
of it.

The professional politicians like
to make us think politics is a com-

plicated, intricate, highly skilled
trade that only they understand. If
they ever let us get the idea that
politics, in its truest sense, is sim-

ply the INSTINCT of the people
for better leadership and sounder
government, they'll be sunk.

They know it, ani so they give
us all this double talk about the
"strategy" they provide for us.

I'd like to make a radical state-
ment here:

In these days of radio, television,
ably edited and maga-line- s

and increasing numbers
of OBJECTIVE, UNPREJUDICED
newspapers that are more intent
on bringing their readers an ac-
curate picture ot what is going on
and why than in winning elections,
the professional politician who
makes a living by "handling" the
people is becoming about as out
of date as a dinosaur.

I hope Ike doesn't get impressed
by all this professional patter about
political "strategy." I hope he par-
ries the loaded trick questions that
will be addressed to him as skil-

fully as he parried enemy offens-
ives in the ETO and gives simple,
honest answers to all the simple,
honest questions put to him by
simple, honest people w ho want to
know.

If he'll just BE HIMSELF from
here on out, he'll find on the fourth
day of next November that he has
done pretty well.

If you want an example of how
that works, take a look at Winston
Churchill. All his life, he has BEEN
HIMSELF. Never has he been any-

thing but just Winston Churchill.

As a result, he is probably the
most TRUSTED leader on earth
today.
