One glance around the prison
yard is enough to convince the ob-
server that hiding the stuff is no
problem. The penitentiary is in the
midst of a construction program,
and building materials are scat-
tered about the new cell block and
other projects offering a variety of
hiding places for the bottles and
cans in which pruno Is aged.

Convicts have even been known
to mix it and carry it around In
old shoes.

Deputy O'Brien reports that ef.
oris to stamp out 'pruno" produc-
tion are handicapped by lack of
adequate prison facilities and cus-
todial help.

ways help, he says. "With so many
professional lock breakers, you
would have to have a guard for
every lock."
