963 moving waffie errors, as com-
pared with 3,041 reported in June
and 3,680 reported In July last
year,
Suspensions during the month in.
ased, however, with 455 drive
ers losing licenses. Two hundred
and twentv-seven of these were
given out alter drunk driving con-
victions,

Other reasons forr suspensions
included failure to report an ae-
cident, 23: reckless driving, 41;
violation of basie rule, 51, fallure
to yelld right of way lo pedestrian,
¢, and driving record, 7.

Suspension on “'driving record
means the driver had too [requent
accidents and violations to be con-
sldered a safe risk behind the
wheel of a car. Such suspen-
slons are handed oul only after a
driver has been interviewed and
given a chance to improve his
record. the secretiry of state said.
