Lands Announced

EVERETT The first $456..
147 payment on one of the biggestdeals ever entered by Pacific
Northwest Indians was announced
Friday.

It is a $6,473,900 sale of 614 mil-
lion board feet of timber on the
Quinault Indian Reservation on the
Olympic Peninsula. Raymond H.
Bitney, superintendent of the West-
ern Washington Indian Agency, an.
nounccd the first payment by Ray-oni-

Inc.
Rayonier, the only bidder at a

public auction June 17, has agreed
the 35,000-acr- tract will be logged
on a sustained yield basis over a

period.
Acting Supt. John M. Helmer

called it "the largest timber sale
ever made by the Indian depart-
ment."

The Impact of the payments
were expected to be Important to
tribs in Western Washington. The
money will be available for ex-
penditure for the Indians. A nunv
ber of older Indians will be re-
moved from relief roles as a re-
sult of the income.

In all, about 1,600 Indians will
share in the benefits.
