SACRAMENTO tgi Beetles are
rolling back the Klamath weed
infestation in Humboldt County,
says state Agriculture Commis-
sioner E. A. Choisser.

"The "control by beetles is fan-

tastic," he said before a meeting
of the Slate Association of County
Agricultural Commissioners.

About 100,000 acres of the weed
have been eaten, he said, giving
hope that the infestation, first
noticed in 1900, has been checked.
By 1930 the county had 125,000
acres of the weed and by 1946 it
was up to 200,000 acres.

The commissioners, meeting with
slate agriculture department offi-

cials, also heard about the cam-

paign against ie yellow leaf roll
in the peach orchards.

By next year, said Gilbert Stout,
chief of the department's plant
pathology bureau, there may be
results from the program of taking
out diseased trees. The need, said
Stout, is to find and destroy each
diseased tree as soon as possible
each year. During 1952, he said,
1,008 trees were destroyed. i
