The International Wheat Coun-
cil is winding up its third week of
bargaining on the trade agree-
ment, which expires July 31.

Under it, the 42 importing na-

tions have been able to buy over
two billion bushels of wheat st a
celling of $1.80 a bushel.

Delegates read President' Eisen-
hower's news conference state-
ment Wednesday that this amount-
ed to a U. S. subsidy of 77 cents
a bushel.

As chief exporter, the U. S, Is

asking a ceiling of $2.50, but a
conference in London last spring
foundered on this demand and
there is little chance of its being
met.
