LEGAL
PROPERTY TAX DEADLINE
FOR DISABLED VETERANS

APRIL 1st.
Disabled War Veterans and War Wid-

ows may apply for $1500 property tax
exemption provided by Oregon law.
Application for exemption must be
made to the County Assessor tn the
County where the property is located.
The Veteran shall be the legal owner
of and actually residing upon the prop
erty to ciaim exemption.

The following persona are entitled to
exemption:

1. Any war veteran with 40 per-
cent disability or more, as certified
by the Veterans Administration or
a branch of the armed forces.
2. The unremarried widow of u war
veteran.
3. Any union veteran of the Mexican,
Civil or Indian wars.
