The Riddle man has been charg- |
ed with first degree murder in the |
ehotzun slaying last Aug. 25 of his|
Choctaw Indian wife, Hetty, 29,

Through introduction of evidence |
and witnesses, defense altorneys
tried to show the defendant had no

preconceived intention of shootin
his wife and that the ant resuiteg
from Owens' stale of mind brought
on by anxiety and fear.

They allem}xed 1o show that the
anxiety und fear came about be-
cause of Betty Owens' theeats
against her husband, actually
shooting ot him on one occasion,
and the fear of losing his children
znd property through a divorce
action.

Portland psychiatrist Dr, Ger-
hard B. Hougen, one of 17 de-
fense witnesses, deseribed the de-
fendant as a “mildly inadequate
individual' He said Owens' con-
stant stale of preoccupation and
anxiely could be describad as
“acule situational depression.” He
said 4t is more likely the defend-
~4nt acted on impulse than by pre-
medilation.

The doctor's testimony was bas-
ed on an examination of the de-
fendant Iate in December, cross-
examination by Dist. Atty. Rob-
ert M, Stults revealed, Such a
mental state is not a rarity, he
said, Under the legal definition of
insanity (whether a person knows
right from wrong), the doctor ad-
mitted Owens was not, in his opin-|
jon, insane at the time of the|
shooling, |

He admitled there are many
people outside mental institutions
who also are suffering from situa-
tional depression.

Before he could finish the sen-
tence, Bernau jumped back to the
desk, saying “The last time I ex-
amined (the gun) it was emply.”
