While
the road was on a very steep grade, the manner in which
adjacent ground sjoped gave an illusion of level road. The
motorist unfamiliar with the deceptive appearance relaxed,
thinking he was on level ground, and, before he could real-

Work Being Speeded
The old highway over Roberts Mountain was built by

men who labored with picks, shovels and wheelbarrows.
Hand drills were used to prepare holes for blasting. Horses
and fresno scrapers moved heavy material. Moving more
than two million yards of dirt by such methods was virtually
an impossibility.

Today's contractors working on Roberts Mountain, how-

ever, are tearing out a roadway with huge machines moving
20 cubic yards of dirt at a load more in one load than a
hand laborer could move in a (lay.

The job is scheduled for completion in September of
1955.
