By the thin margin of
two votes, it removed Bright. Be-

tween Bright and McCarthy, manv
senators have come and gone, most
well qualified lo complete their

term but a few clearly
deserving an ouster move.

Yet the citizens to wliom thev
were directly responsible had no
authority to clip short that
official, when it became evident
they were unworthy of public trust.
The Senate alone has had that
power but it has not met its ac-

companying responsibility, either
in the case of McCarthy or h,s
predecessors.

The "Joe Must Go Club" has
rallied public supDort for a recall
of McCarthy in Wisconsin, but nei-
ther there nor in any state can
the voters recall from office a
member of Congress. Such power
is not needed over representatives
who must stand for ew
ery other year.

He was Sen. Jesse D. Bright of
Indiana, who was expelled in 1862,

after serving 17 years in the Sen-

ate, on charges of disloyalty. He
was found guilty of giving "aid
and comfort" to the enemy the
Confederacy.

One other senator, ' William
Blount of Tennessee, was kicked
out of the Senate in 1797 for a

"high misdemeanor" but later
the Senate decided it had acted
illegally, in his case.

In addition to these two cele-

brated cases, a number of senators
lost their seats during the Civil
War when their states seceded
from the Union or they themselves
joined the Confederate army. Also,
the Senate has barred from ever
taking their seats a handful of
men elected or appointed, but
these were on grounds of disquali-
fication due to special conditions
of the election process and did not
deal with the behavior of the men
as senators.
