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He was taken into custody la.t
week at Cedarville in remote Mo-
doc County by FBI agents who
said he was known under the alias
of "Victor Ford." They said his
employer, Frank Addington, was
not aware of the major's identity.

The Army spokesman said Maj.
Hungerford disappeared from his
post at Ft. Lewis, Wash., last Jan-
uary and later was listed as a
deserter.

Hungerford. 33, a career veter-
an of nearly 18 years service, was
born in Tacoma and entered tjj
Army in 1936 when he was 18.

He fought in World War II and
the Korean campaign, and was
awarded the Silver Star, Bronze
Star, Purple Heart, Combat In-

fantryman's Badge, distinguished
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with The Oakland- - Tribune
he talked of his career and whv
he left Ft. Lewis.

"The reason they sent me lo Ft
Lewis was to go before the retire-
ment board because of physical
disability. The board said 1 was
perfectly OK but 1 wasn't.

"After serving IB years in the
Army that deal just hit me tne
wrong way so I took off. I'm reaay
to take what's coming to me.

"I dread more than anything fac-

ing Gen. Dean (deputy command-
er at the San Francisco Presidio)
with whom 1 served in Korea. He's
the best."

Hungerford said he got shot up
in Korea and had accidents at
various Army bases, which left
him with a bad back and rheuma
tic fever. He also said he had
domestic troubles.

LONDON A Dominican
diplomat was dead Monday and
his adversary in a dinnertime
quarrel and gun fight was in a

hospital with a stomach wound.
The two men, described as for-

merly "great friends," shot it out
Saturday night in the Dominican
Consulate, not far from Bucking-
ham Palace.

The dead man was the Domini-
can embassy's first secretary, Don
Luis Bernardino. His wounded op-

ponent was Capt. Antonio de La
Mazas, the embassy air attache.

An embassy spokesman said the
two men were dining together at
the consulate buildine when they
became involved in a violant argu-
ment. The shooting followed. Tiie
spokesman said he did not know
what caused the dispute.
