Fat People Live
Longer Than
ormal Weights

STOOKHOLM, Sweden v — Fat
[wplr with high blood pressure
ive longer than — or at least
as long as — people with normal
weight who sulfer from the same
trouble, say three Danish doctors,

They reported this conclusion
after a study of 1,000 cases of
high blood pressure followed for
nearly 20 years, Thelr report was
made to  the Stockholm  Wor'd
Congress for Internal Medicine,

“The first remarkable finding in
this [ovestigation was that so
many still survive,” Dr, Poul
Bochgmard, of the Arrhus Com-
munal Hospital, Denmark, sald.

He continued:

The high age among many of
the cases was another surpriss,
Twenty years ‘aftar  they were
first found to suffer from high
blood pressure, 83 persons had
reached the age of 78 or more
And 25 wero more than 80,

Many of those rechecked after
20 vears were ‘'nol serlonaly trou-
bled by their high blood pressure
“and 60 had actually regalned
normal hlond  pressure,

The highest mortality In high
blond pressure patients oceurred
during the first two years, alter
which time there was a downward
trend” The alder the persons ab-
sgeved  became, the  smaller
seemed the risk that they should
die from high blood pressure.
