Radford left Washington a month
ago for a mtcting of the North
Atlantic Treaty Military Council,
lie continued around .the world
from Europe, visiting U n i t e a
Slates military missions to "listen
to their problems and help to
smooth them out." '.

In Honolulu last week. Radford
said any blockade of Red China
would be an act of war and not
a thing to be treated lightly.
