"The men say they are determined
to hold out, but we are optimistic
as to the eventual outcome."

"They agree," the chaplain said,

riod, limited to life, which gives
him a hope according
to the. progress he himself makes
in prison."

WASHINGTON I Secretary
of State Dulles urged Senate lead-
ers Thursday to proceed promptly
with approval of a mutual defense
treaty with Formosa on the ground
that this would contribute to

"stability" in the Far East.
Dulles also indicated at a ses-

sion of nearly two hours with lead-
ers from both parties and both
houses of Congress that the ad
ministration will do

possible to get the United. Nations
to explore the possibility of a
cease fire between the Chinese
Communists on the mainland and
the Nationalists on Formosa.

He said the big question Is
whether the Communists will pay
any attention to U.N. efforts for
peace, but thought even if they did
not the impact of such an under-
taking on world opinion would be
tremendous.

Four methods of using pastures
were listed by the specialist. U)
continuous grazing which produces
an average of 300 pounds of beef
per acre; (2) rotation grazing
(three weeks period) which can
produce 417 pounds of beef per
acre; (3) daily rotation, which
yields 580 pounds of beef per acre;
and (4) cutting of green forage and
hauling it to the livestock which
may yield 740 pounds of beef por
acre. Legumes in I pasture will
also increase the tonnage, Warren
said.

Stevens To Aid

WASHINGTON ( Secretary of
the Army Stevens was said today
to have promised to cooperate with
the Senate Investigations subcom-
mittee in its proposed new investi-

gation of the Peress case.
A committee source, declining to

be quoted by name, said Stevens
gave such an assurance to Sen.
McCIellan yesterday in a

'
private conference devoted mostly
to other matters.

McCIellan declined comment.
But he announced a postponement
until Monday of a subcommittee
meeting which had been called for
today, and said he expects then a

"tentative discussion" of plans to

reopen the Peress case.
Irving J. Peress, an Army den-

tist, received a promotion to major
and an honorable discharge after
invoking the Fifth Amendment in

refusing to answer questions about
communism. His case figured
largely in accusations by Sen. Mc-

Carthy that the Army hnd

coddled Communists. Steven!,
while disputing that, has said
Peress' case was badly handled.
