IL is probably the practice in
most states. Oregon has largely ignored party lines in
committee placings and Democrats have ocensionally head-
ed powerful committees in past years.

One Democratic senator was highly critical of the new
polich,"which he called narrowly partisan, This is readily
understandable, for it deprived him of a desirable com-
mittee assignment he was unxious to keep, and it may
have cost the Senate something in loss of his experience
on this subject, i ;

But Democratic leaders have complained in recent
vears of the old system which tended to il.rnm-e_llu- Demo-
crats as a separste party, and some Republicans _hnve
quietly joined in this view because it tended fto elimin-
ate purty responsibility, What Senator Smith did has been
shaping up for some time and his successor, whether Re-
publican or Democrat, is likely to continue the policy of
giving the majority party all chairmanships.

Actually the Democrats should consider the move a
compliment, though we doubt that it was so intended. It
