The newest feature is the ad-

dition of a machine which simpli-
fies billing tks by making a mi-

crofilm copy of each bill, accord-
ing to Yoncalla correspondent
Mrs. George Edes. She reports this
machine wiU decrease work con-

siderably.
Addition of this machine it one

of the early steps in the modern-
ization program. When all new
equipment is installed, Yoncalla
and its envirom will be on a dial
system. Each phone will be its
own terminal. This means any
subscriber may move anywhere on
the system and ttiU retain the
aame number.

The system will also make tl

possible to become part of tht
projected nation-wid- e dialing sys-
tem expected within 10 years. Ac-

Tighter Racing
Restriction Bills
Are introduced

SALEM 11 The House State
and Federal Affairs Committee
agreed Wednesday to sponsor 10

Oregon Racing commission bills to
tighten supervision of horse and
dog racing tracks.

One would make it a misde-
meanor to "attempt or conspire"
to tout, and another would let the
commission-ejec- from I track any
person possessing a gambling

tax stamp. Thit would in
crease the commission's power to
stamp out oookmaxing at tne
tracks.

The commission also wants the
state, instead of the track oper-

ator, to pay employ-
es, including stewards, veterinar-
ians and auditors. The commission
also askt that it be allowed to
prescribe fire protection equip-
ment in barns and other quarters
housing animals.

The other proposals would give
the commission more control over
operation of training tracks, let the
commissioners attend regional or
national meetings of racing offi-

cials, and reduce license feet for
trainers and other participants in
rare meets.
